On May 5, 1868, commander-in-chief of the Grand Army of the Republic, which was the or-
ganization for Northern Civil War Veterans, General John A. Logan, proclaimed that ñDecoration Dayò 
should be observed throughout the nation. By 1882, this commemorative holidayôs became known as Me-
morial Day.   After World War I, Memorial Day became an official holiday observed on the last Monday of 

May, to honor all Americans who have died in all wars.  

 It is an American tradition to observe Memorial Day by visiting cemeteries and memorials, flying the U.S. 

flag at half-staff from dawn until noon, and observing a national moment of remembrance at 3 p.m.    

 
Letôs all take the time this Memorial Day to commemorate all of our soldiers who have died while in the
